History. The materials become larger and more 

complex. Two students have built the HKG 

timeline highlighting the 3 moments of Creation, 

Redemption, & Parousia. (Below) The Liturgical 

Calendar is introduced to the 4-year-old & then 

continually revisited through Levels 1, 2, & 3. This 

material teaches the seasons of the Church and 

how we exist and live around the life, death, & 

resurrection of Jesus. The older child learns the 

names of the Sundays and builds the entire 

Calendar contemplating where we are and where 

we are going next. 

 

  

As we end the school year we also 

celebrate the great feast of Pentecost. 

This is a great celebration with all the 

children in the Atrium (Located in the 

Chapel of the Religious Education 

Building/Old Convent).   

The children were introduced to the 

seven Gifts of the Holy Spirit:
